General Order #2, 2007-2008 Series, Published monthly by the VFW Department of Idaho. 
 
To be read at regular Post meetings and placed in file for future reference. 
 
1. The 2007 VFW National Convention will be held in Kansas City, MO on 18-23 August 2007.  Commander 
Crotinger will out of the State 8-25 August.  During that time, when there isn’t a State Line Officer available, 
State Chaplain Bob Wayment will be in charge of the Department. The Department Headquarters will be closed 
during the convention. 
 
2. Attention District Senior and Junior Vice Commanders: National VFW By-Laws require each of you to 
have a copy of your DD-214, discharge or another form for proof of eligibility for VFW Membership on file at 
Department Headquarters.  For those of you who do not have a DD-214 or discharge on file, please send one 
to Department Headquarters as soon as possible. 
 
3. The 2007-2008 State Membership Incentive Program and the All-State Program are included in these 
General Orders.  They are designed to reward members, Posts and a District, for outstanding VFW work.  In 
the 2007-2008, “Commander’s Manual and Leadership Reference Guide” the National Membership Program is 
described.  This year’s Commander-in-Chief’s Membership Award is an expense-paid trip to the Caribbean in 
April 2008. 
 
4. Post Commanders are reminded that they are required to attend all District Meetings.  A schedule of the 
District meetings is in these General Orders and the Officer Directory.  If you are unable to attend, a Post 
Officer should be appointed to represent your Post. We need to get better participation at District Meetings, so 
make sure you attend the next meeting of your District. 
 
5. The Department’s second edition of its newspaper is with the publisher, and soon will be in your mailbox.  
This paper needs more Post and District articles.  When your Post/District has an activity, write about it.  
Share your fun and successes with others in our Department.  Your articles will have more pizzazz, if you take 
pictures.  The deadline for the next newspaper 15 September 07 to Editor Susan Thompson.  Her address is 
3317 Wagon Wheel Road, Boise, ID 83702.

Notes from the Adjutant and Quartermaster  
 
1. Attention Post/Distr ict Quartermasters: Post/District Bonds expire on August 31, 2007.  An order form 
to apply for a 2007-08 Post/District Bond is included in these General Orders.  Please complete this form and 
forward it with the required amount on money for your Bond to the Department Headquarters as soon as 
possible.  The cost for bonding is: $3.75 for each $1,000.00 of coverage.  The recommended minimum is 
$3,000.00 for $11.25.  The minimum available is $2,000.00 for $7.50.  For Posts that need a larger bond of 
over $25,000.00, the cost is $3.25 per $1,000.00.  For example, a $10,000.00 bond cost $37.50; or 10 X $3.75, 
and a $30,000.00 bond is $97.50 or 30 X $3.25.  If you misplace the order form, just send a check to the 
Department Headquarters with a note.  The Post/District bond amount should cover the total of all checking, 
savings and CD accounts. 
 
2. Post Commanders and Adjutants will see that credentials for duly elected delegates to the National 
Convention are properly filled out and turned over to the proper representatives of the Post prior to their 
departure for the convention.  Credentials have been mailed to the Post Commanders, if they have submitted an 
Election Report.  Posts are also reminded to submit their National Convention Delegate Fees directly to 
Quartermaster General at National Headquarters as indicated on the Convention Registration Form.  Posts are 
required by National By-Laws to pay $10.00 whether  anyone attends or  not.  Registering at the Convention 
or later will cost an extra $2.00. 
 
3. Quarterly audit reports for 30 June are now past due. National By-Laws requires a quarterly audit of State, 
District and Posts, as well as to be properly bonded. Districts and Posts are requested to forward completed 
audit forms to State Headquarters. 
 
4. New State Officers and Distr ict Senior  and Junior  Vice Commanders are reminded that they are 
required In accordance with National VFW By-Laws to have Proof of Eligibility for VFW Membership (DD 
214 or equivalent) on file with the Department Headquarters. Please do so if you have not done so to date. 
 
5. The new Programs Director is Ron Hall.  PLEASE SEND ALL COMMUNITY ACTIVITY 
REPORTS TO: Ron Hall; 2798 East 700 North, Roberts, ID 83444-5010  DO NOT SEND them to the 
Department Headquarters or  Senior  Vice Commander Gary Whitwor th. 
 
6. Individuals that are attending the National Convention in Kansas City, MO and would like to attend the 
National Convention Banquet on Monday, 20 August 2007 can now only buy a ticket for $50.00 at the 
convention.  
 
7. The VFW has consolidated all Emblem and Supply and Patriotic merchandise to one website: www.vfwstore.org.  
 
8. Election Reports: The following Posts have not submitted a 2007-2008 Election Report: From District 2 - Post 
10324, From District 5 - Post 3886, From District 7 - Posts 3884 and 7075.  On September 1st, National will 
close the Posts without an Election Report and transfer their members to the Department At-Large Post.  If you 
want to continue to exist as a VFW Post, it is your choice.  Time is rapidly running out.
