
 
Commander December 5, 2007 
 
General Orders #6, 2007-2008.  Published monthly by the Department of Idaho. 
 
To be read at regular Post meetings and placed in a file for future reference. 
 
1. Post Officers are requested to remind annual members that their VFW Membership expires 31 
December 2007, unless they have paid dues for the year 2008. Every effort should be made to contact unpaid 
annual members, so that they will renew their membership before 1 January 2008.  Our state has a few 
Commanders and Quartermasters in this situation. They really need to get dues paid before their 
membership expires.  Should they fail to get their dues to our National Headquarters, they will be removed 
from their elected offices.  Accordingly, this is a good time to switch from an annual membership to a 
“Life”  membership and never worry about paying annual dues again.  The VFW National offers “Life 
Membership”  on the installment plan.  The member pays $35.00 initially and will be billed monthly until is 
paid.  They can elect either a 12 or 24 month installment period. 
 
2. Attention of Post Commanders is directed to Section 218, Manual of Procedure, Duty of Trustees.  
Trustees Report of Audit must be completed in detail at the close of each quarter, one of which ends 
December 31, 2007.  Commanders are reminded that accurate and complete records shall be kept by all 
persons handling Post funds, including the Club Manager and the BINGO Chairman.  These records shall 
be audited by Post Trustees in the same manner as the Post Quartermaster. 
 
3. District nominations for the VFW National Citizenship Education Teacher Award are officially due to 
Department by 15 December 2007.  Please get them to Citizenship Education Chairman Bob Jackson as 
soon as possible. 
 
4. The Mid-Winter Conference is 17-19 January 2008.  This General Order has a tentative 
schedule of events, and a pre-registration form.  Please pre-register for this event as soon as 
possible. In case you pre-register and then are unable to attend, your money will be refunded, if 
you notify Department Headquarters by telephone (342-2438) before Monday, 14 January 2008.  
Hotel room reservations should be made directly with the Red Lion Hotel-Boise Downtowner , 
telephone: (208) 344-7691.  Rooms are $79.00 plus tax, but ask for the VFW rate.  It has been 
announced that Commander-in-Chief George Lisicki will be the National Representative at this Mid-Winter 
Conference.  Alice Stewart the National Auxiliary 14th District councilman will represent the National 
Ladies Auxiliary.  It isn’ t often we get the Chief himself.  Let’s show him our very best. 



5. A thorough program of Post Inspections is necessary to ensure compliance with National and 
Department By-Laws and directives.  Department Inspectors and Deputies shall make every effort to 
inspect every Post under their cognizance on an annual basis and correct such discrepancies as may be 
disclosed. 
 
6. Section 220, Vacancies and Removal of Elected Officers, of our National By-Laws says, “Any elected 
officer whose membership is not in good standing by reason of failure to pay current dues to December 31 
shall forfeit his eligibility to hold office and said office shall be held vacated.”   As stated in paragraph 1, for 
the offices of Commander and Quartermaster, National will enforce this By-Law.  Continuing, “Any elected 
officer whose office is vacated by the Department Commander by reason of failure to pay current dues or by 
vote of the Post under these provisions of this Section shall not be eligible to serve in any Post office in the 
same administrative year in which the office was vacated.”  
 
7. Reminder to all Posts that have not paid their 2007 Convention registration that section 222, stipulates 
each Post shall register, in advance, at least one delegate to the National Convention by the payment of a fee 
in the amount specified in the Manual of Procedure.  Posts failing to comply with this provision shall be 
considered delinquent and in arrears. 
 
8. Membership: We currently at 85.55 % membership and are steadily moving up.  If each Post 
would really work to get all 2008 dues collected and sign up new members to replace those that 
they lost, we will again be 100%.  For our Commander, the VFW and your Post, let’s really work 
membership.  Congratulations to the following 100% Posts: Post Falls Post 3603, Fruitland Post 
12060, Idaho City Post 142 and Saint Anthony Post 9425. Now is the time for everyone to work 
extra hard on membership.
