3. 2007-08 Report of Election.  The Election Reports and National Convention Registration Forms were mailed 
to all Post Quartermasters.  Like last year, you send that completed Election Report directly to National at the 
address they provided.  The National Headquarters, will in turn send the information to the Department.  It is 
VERY important that the person, who completes the form types or prints very clearly.  Remember, mistakes or 
errors in reading will last all year long.  Based on your Election Report, National will send the elected 
Quartermaster a Quartermaster Kit.  In this kit will be various manuals and many forms for the Posts to do 
business. 
 
4. Installing Officers: Installing officers will see that the provisions of Section 217 of the National By-Laws and 
Manual of Procedure are properly carried out and that all officers (elected & appointed) are members in good 
standing and qualified to hold office for the ensuing year.  Post officers shall not be installed or assume duties of 
their office until proof of eligibility has been submitted and properly reviewed, and will assume their duties after 
the Department Commander is installed at the state convention. 

The installing officer shall ascertain that the Post Election Report has been mailed to National Headquarters 
prior to the installation.  If a Post Election Report has not been forwarded to National Headquarters, the installing 
officer shall complete and forward the report at the time he installs the Post officers.  Attention is directed to see 
that the proper amount of dues the Post charges is reported to National Headquarters in the provided block. 
 
5. Term of Office - District Officers.  District officers shall be given the officers obligation before the 
adjournment of the District meeting at which they are elected, but shall not assume the duties of their office until 
the Department Commander is installed following the Department convention.  Installing officers shall ensure 
that a District Election Report is prepared and forwarded to Department and National Headquarters at the time of 
installation.  District officers shall not be installed or assume the duties of their office until proof of eligibility has 
been submitted and properly reviewed.

NOTES FROM THE ADJUTANT &  QUARTERMASTER 
 
1. Posts are reminded to complete and mail the advanced National Conventional registration forms with 
payment of delegate fees in accordance with Section 222 of the National Manual of Procedure, which requires 
that each Post to register, in advance, at least one delegate to the National Convention.  The delegate fee is 
$10.00 per person.  If a Post does not plan to send anyone to the convention, register either your Commander 
or Quartermaster and send in your $10.00 payment.  As usual, your convention packet can be picked up at the 
convention. 
 
2. Post and District Quartermasters are reminded that a Trustees Report of Audit must be prepared in detail at 
the end of each quarter; the last quarter ended 31 March 2008, and are now due. 
 
3. The distribution of VFW Buddy Poppies will be conducted in accordance with the provisions of Section 
711 of the National By-Laws and Manual of Procedure.  District and Post Commanders should arrange for the 
distribution of Buddy Poppies in their respective areas.  As the upcoming Memorial Day approaches, and 
given the daily hazards facing our military on a daily basis during Operation Iraqi Freedom, it is fitting that we 
dedicate VFW resources to the support our troops and their families.  In an ongoing effort to provide 
assistance to those serving in the military, it is recommended that proceeds from this year’s annual poppy 
distribution be designated for the purpose of providing VFW support to our military.  In keeping with the 
intent of Section 704(a)(c) of the Manual of Procedure “Relief Fund”  this year’s poppy campaign can play a 
direct role in demonstrating to those who are charged with protecting and defending our way of life that we 
appreciate and value their sacrifice. Via the Military Assistance Program (MAP), Posts now have the 
opportunity to assist qualified military personnel through the MAP emergency financial grant process. 
 
4. Life Membership Dues.  The Life Membership Board of Directors have set the following Life 
Membership payouts: For Plans A, B, and C the payout will be $3.50, for Plan D the payout will be $4.46 (This 
one is subject to the amending of Section 111 of the National By-Laws.) And Plan E will be $9.00 each.  The 
payment will be made in September 2008 for the life members as recorded on August 31, 2008, for any new 
life members (September 1-December 31) expect the payment in January 2009.  
 
5. For those of you planning on going to the National Convention in Orlando, arrange for your hotel room 
soon, as the convention hotels are rapidly filling up.  It is very important that you don’ t wait.  Putting it off 
will increase your chances for not having a room in the same hotel of your Department members.  By all 
means don’ t miss the cut off date, because the rooms that they have blocked for Idaho will be released to other 
Departments. 
 
6. State Convention Delegate Fees will soon be due. Next month©s General Orders will have a chart listing the 
amount due from each Post. By sending the chart in the General Orders instead of a letter to each Post will save 
a little postage.
